Ms Ramanan works in the Cadwell Laboratory in NYU Langone Medical Center and her research interest pertains to how host-pathogen interactions establish the course of the ensuing inflammatory response. The immune system is faced with the incredible responsibility of controlling infectious agents, but at the same time must limit the collateral damage to surrounding tissue that inevitably occurs during this process. Accumulating evidence suggests that many serious disorders are due to unresolved inflammation triggered by pathogens. 





Ms Ramanan is a senior graduate student in the lab where she is studying the role of NOD2 in Crohn’s disease. Originally from India, she is working with worms to see if they can relieve Crohn’s symptoms in mice and using metagenomics to see which populations of bacteria are involved in the disease. She is currently writing her work up for publication.
