Project 1: Instructions
Due: 3/8/2012

At this point you have been collecting data regarding 5 variables from your day-to-day life.  At least 3 of them are quantitative.

First requirement: For all of your data indicate what a case in the experiment is.  Also clearly indicate what the variable represents in the real world.

Second requirement: For all of your categorical variables(those for which the number represents a category like color or run vs. walk), please construct a bar chart of the data.

For the quantitative variables (those which measure something), please construct a histogram.  Describe the shapes of these histograms using the language we have learned thus far.

For all other types of variables please describe what it is you want to learn. F or example if you are simply counting how many times a day you go to the gym, you may be simply recording the occasions you go to the gym.  Explain how you can use the data to construct the desired variable.  In this example you would count the number of occurances on a given day.  Indicate how you could use Excel to do this if you already have an idea about it.

Third requirement:  Analyze your quantitative variables using the descriptive statistics we have learned ( mean, quartiles, standard deviation, etc.).
