Who We Are

The Humanities Department (HUM) is a multi-disciplinary department that offers courses in art history, communication, foreign language, music, and theater. 

What is the Humanities?
· Humanities studies provide students with laboratories for creative expression, cultural and historical understanding, and practical tool sets for work and living.
· Our courses help students develop enriching competencies to appreciate multiple perspectives and to better synthesize ideas, ultimately giving students critical tools to understand an individual's role in society.

Disciplines

Art History 
Art History examines the history of artistic production. Study involves the investigation of the world’s monuments and images from a number of perspectives, including visual analyses, inquiries into the lives of artists, and examination of the social, political, and cultural contexts of works of art. 

Communication
Communication explores the process of human interaction in social, political, cultural, and global contexts. Courses engage theory, research, and practice, including international and intercultural communication, oral performance, public speaking, and communication in group and business settings.

Foreign Language
Our language program makes the learning of a second Language more fascinating, useful, important, fun and beautiful.
The program helps students to:
· extend their thinking and reasoning skills and to apply these in other areas of learning and in processing knowledge.
· develop multiple intelligences.
· assist students to use modern communication and information technologies (computers and the Internet, etc.)
· give students the appropriate skills to be able to engage with other cultures as well as to operate globally.

Music
Music offers courses in music history, musicology, performance, and theory to cultivate conceptual, analytical, and creative learning. These courses enhance artistic sensitivity, develop critical thinking skills, and enrich the cultural lives of City Tech students.

Theatre
Performance is examined in light of theatre history and literature, as well as practical considerations made by theatre artists for producing live events. Theatre courses give interested students an overview of the preparations for, and methods of, acting, designing, playwriting, and directing, as well as insights into the historical development of stage technologies and performance spaces.
