Accreditation
Our AAS degree in Civil Engineering Technology is ABET accredited.  Because our program is accredited by ABET, our students are able to seek a professional engineering license sooner than other non-accredited programs. In New York State, our students can apply for and take the Fundamentals of Engineering (FE) exam after completing the associate's degree and then accumulating 3 or more years of qualifying work experience. This gives our students an Engineer In Training (EIT) certification. After our students have accumulated the additional amount of qualifying work experience, they may then apply for the Principles and Practices of Engineering (PE) exam. Upon passing this exam, they are fully licensed civil engineers in the State of New York. The BTECH is in the application process for accreditation.
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
