Accreditation
The Chemistry Department will pursue American Chemical Society (ACS) accreditation for the Bachelor of Science in Applied Chemistry program.

Chemistry
The Department of Chemistry at City Tech offers a Bachelor of Science (BS) degree program in Applied Chemistry and an Associate in Science (AS) degree in Chemical Technology.  Our programs provide the hands on laboratory training necessary for students to launch careers in chemical industry and in the broad range of industries that utilize analytical chemistry.  City Tech’s Chemistry Department is one of the best equipped undergraduate facilities in New York. We provide a strong foundation in laboratory skills that will enable graduates to achieve “college-to-career” employment. While fulfilling this primary goal of excellent preparation for immediate entry into a career position, our department also prepares students for post-baccalaureate study (professional schools or graduate schools).
Courses
Students enrolling in the AS in Chemical Technology and/or the BS in Applied Chemistry register for general education, as well as degree specific courses. Our curriculum presents the general concepts of chemistry, physics, and mathematics, utilizing methods and equipment that are currently in use in industry and the professions. Lecture & laboratory and directed research projects are designed to maximize each student’s understanding of the principles of chemistry and the methods of scientific discovery. A detailed list of courses for our programs can be seen in the department’s website. Interestingly, the BS in Applied Chemistry offers more than 800 hours of laboratory course work and two-semester internship that can be accomplished by undertaking authentic research projects with City Tech faculty members, in other institution’s academic research laboratories or in industrial or government settings. This provides a comprehensive education and training for the new generations of chemists.
