Culinary Tour Assignment
You will create a culinary walking tour that can take place in New York City.  The tour must have a coherent theme.  Some examples are: a hipsters tour of Williamsburg, a tour of Russian Brighton Beach, exploring the Meat Market District, Korean Flushing, African American Harlem, Italian/Jewish/etc search for their roots, a visit to the barbecue/beer or other festival.  These are just some examples.  Please clear your theme with the instructor before proceeding. The tours should be realistic both in cost and time-frame.  They should also include something “special:” a meal, a demonstration a take-home package of treats, etc.  You will be working in groups of 3 or 4.  The assignment is worth 40% of your final mark.

The assignment consists of 3 parts:

1.  A short paper, 500-750 words.  (One per student in his/her own words.)  It should cover the following:

a. Introduction that explains the focus/theme of the tour.

b. The projected clientele for such a tour.  Explain why they would be interested in this specific tour and how you would reach out to them.

c. A schedule for the tour.

d. Cost breakdown including you expenses and what you would charge.

e. Conclusion

2.  A brochure (bifold or trifold letter paper) or a website. (One per group)  Though I don’t expect you to go to a printer to make this, it should be a realistic looking mockup that sells your tour and includes basic information such as prices, length of tour, contact info, etc.

3.  Presentation to class.  (One per group.) This should be in the form of a virtual tour.  It needs to include some visual component such as a Power Point presentation or short film that includes images and a map of the proposed tour sites.  Make sure to include an introduction that summarizes the theme and highlight and a conclusion.  This is a group project and all participants need to make the presentation.

You will be asked to make a brief, oral progress report due 5 weeks before the assignment is due.
