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Being gay is a hard choice as nobody wants to face problems as being a gay because of our community as it is hard for parents to accept their child as a gay. Sometimes not only the child but their parents also needs to face problems because of it and I think being gay is not someone’s personal choice as people are born gay because of genetics inheritance and to support my thesis I would like to take from some articles explained below.

The lesson “Mannerism” taken from book “The end of Eddy” written by Edward Louis in 2014 shows how a boy named Eddy faces different problems as being a gay and it’s not his personal choice he was born this way. When he began to express himself and learned to speak, spontaneously his voice took on feminine inflections. Every time he speaks his hands waved frenetically, twisting about, stirring up the air. His parents told him to stop his fancy ways and ask themselves Why does Eddy act like such a girl?  They thought he have chosen this way and yet he himself have no idea why he was that way. He even love to try his sister’s clothes and go to parades with those on. He found himself so beautiful and feels joy trying his sisters cloth which clearly shows he was born gay and its not one of his personal choices. As growing up he feel his father gazed and his parents tried their best. He even joins soccer because his father thinks maybe that toughens him up he tried but came back because after practice they were supposed to go to locker room to change and he has a terror of public showers. 

The article “Homosexuality Born Or Bred?” tells story of two brothers Doug Barnett and Simon LeVay. Barnett was practicing heterosexual until his age of 28 and his brother LeVay knows he was homosexual by the time of 12. As a Astonishing thing happened when his identical twins came out to him, revealing he was gay. Barnett recalls thinking “if this is inherited and they’re identical-twins so what’s going on?” so he thought he should try sex with men. When he did “The bells went off, for the first time. Those heterosexual sexual encounters were more fulfilling.” And a year layer both twins told their parents that they were gay. After some research done by LeVay it came out that a tiny area believed to control sexual activity was less than half the size in the gay men than in true heterosexuals. It was perhaps the first direct evidence of what some gays have long contended that whether or not they choose to be different, they are born different. Meanwhile Barnett got an opportunity to make his own contribution in this case so he researched and results came out that if one identical twin gay, the other is almost three times more likely gay than if they twins are fraternal suggesting that something in identical twins shared genetic makeup affected their sexual orientation. Later on one more study came as Bailey-Pillard twin study  which has its own shortcomings. The number were so Impressive as the researchers found out that 56 identical twins, 52 percent were both gay as against 22 percent of fraternal twins. Which showed that being gay is genetic.

The article “Born Gay” written by “ Billings, Paul Beckwith, Jonathan explains how some scientist believed that “homosexual” genes will soon be found. After the studies in prisons in 1960s, genetics jumped to the conclusion that males with an extra Y chromosomes were more likely to be criminals than other men. The research of Bailey and Pillard came again over here which shows if one person is gay then its likely to be 52% chances that other twin will be gay which shows that being gay is a genetical process and if one gay twin came out it might be easier for other to came out too. 

The article “The Last Mile” taken from the book “The Gene, an Intimate History” written by Siddhartha Mukherjee explains the reader how done by Hamer on the families of 114 gays which shows that gay gene has been transferred from the maternal side. As he started his research he organized the numbers into groups and subgroups and while drawing the trees, he had placed the paternal relatives on the left and maternal relatives on the right, for each family gay men were marked with red and result came out that gay men tended to have gay uncles- but only on the maternal side. Which again shows the fact that being gay is a biological and genetic process. 

At last I would like to conclude that after giving proofs for my thesis I think that gay men’s are born and its not an environmental thing it is biological and genetical effects which make people gay out of their choice and nobody have any control on that.
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
