	“I take their point to be that the crafting problem is in fact not reducible to an algorithmic problem”. This appoints to saying that ‘hands on’ jobs are unreplaceable with many manufactures. Like for example a car engine, many super cars like Audi r8, Bugatti Chiron, Lamborghini, these cars have hand-built engines in them which make them so unique in their own way with their names and their specification. Manual labor is the best configuration till this day. An Apple product today is built in China with craftsmen skills, and assembled in the largest state in America, California. Manual labor does cause a bit of a risk but less than what physical labor or machine labor can do because machinery to invent a new style of products or material use a lot of strength to build something so unique in its way that many other products or materials do not have.
