Part 1: Basic Comprehension

Part 2: Digging Deeper
Read your partner’s work again. When you’re finished, answer the questions. 
1. Does the writer use concrete and specific examples and details to illustrate the issue for the audience? If yes, identify one concrete or specific example/detail used. If no, write “not found.”



2. Do tone and word choice make sense for this audience? Think about the “code switching” we discussed at the beginning of the semester. Is the “code” used by the writer appropriate for the audience? Don’t just write “yes” or “no.” Explain why or why not:


3. Are there places in the piece that you had to read more than once to understand the overall meaning? If so, mention the page number/paragraph number where there was difficulty. If not, write “not found.”



4. Did the writer properly cite research included in their document, using MLA style?[footnoteRef:1]  [1:  Remember, the assignment must include at least two sources. If there isn’t any proof of research, mention this to the writer.] 

a. For example: If an article or person is quoted, does the writer use proper quotation marks and cite the author or speaker by name? 
b. For example: If an article or person is paraphrased or summarized, does the writer cite the author or speaker?
