A list of target tenants uses by square feet, both for office and retail by block.  It is not useful to just mention the names of the shops or offices without putting the square footage for each.  We want to know if the students are understanding scale and what can fit in a 10,000 SF (4 to 6 retail spaces) line of retail, and what can fit, for example, in a 120,000 SF mid-rise office.  The list of suggested retail uses, community facilities, non-profit offices and offices, chosen in each block, specifying the square feet for each use, gives the city council members an idea of the vision the students have and also shows that they understand scale.
