ANNOTATED BIBLIOGRAPHY

The first step to writing a research paper is to construct an annotated bibliography. 
Each of the sources you have read is like a different piece of a puzzle, and constructing an annotated bibliography can help you decide how to piece the puzzle together. 
In order to construct your annotated bibliography:
1. [bookmark: _GoBack]First, supply identifying information for each article that you will reference in your paper. List each of your four sources in the MLA style. (See Rules of Thumb pp. 145 – 150.)  Again, you must have one book, two scholarly articles from a database, and one reliable online source (or a newspaper or popular magazine in print form, if your prefer). 
                  Then, beneath each of your four citations:
2.   Write a brief summary (ranging from a few sentences to a paragraph) about each source.
3.   Write a brief justification (ranging from a few sentences to a paragraph) for why you need    to include each source in your paper (i.e., a brief justification of how the source will help you advance your thesis).
