THE BRIEF

- Setup a 5-page InDesign document.
- Create a set of background boxes which will range from 100% to 10%
in decreasing shades of black

- Explore what happens to type as its set into variations of background colors.

Ex: A paragraph of text pasted into a 70% shade of black
