OBJECTIVES

2. Get familiar with the CISCO IOS.

3. Create, edit, and configure simple network topologies.

BACKGROUND

Cisco I0S (originally Internetwork Operating System) is software used on most Cisco Systems
routers and current Cisco network switches. (Earlier switches ran CatOS.) 10S is a package of
routing, switching, internetworking and telecommunications functions integrated into a
multitasking operating system.

You will use RouterSim’s Network Visualizer to get familiar configuring CISCO devices using
IOS.
