WHAT IS A DESIGN CONCEPT?

A CONCEPT IS ANIDEA, THOUGHT OR NOTION THAT FORMS THE BACKBONE
AND FOUNDATION OF A DESIGN PROJECT AND ONE THAT DRIVES IT FORWARD.
[T BECOMES THE FORCE AND IDENTITY BERIND A PROJECTS PROGRESS AND IS
CONSISTENTLY CONSULTED THROUGHOUT EVERY STAGE OF ITS DEVELOPMENT.

COULD ALSO DESCRIBE A CONCEPT AS ‘AN APPROACH' TO THE DESIGN

A STRONG ARCHITECTURE CONGEPT GIVES THE ARCHITECT / DESIGNER A CLEAR
DIRECTION AND FRAMEWORK WHEN MAKING DESIGN DECISIONS; IT PROVIDES A
METHODOLOGY TO THE THINKING PROCESS BY OFFERING A TYPE OF RULE BOOK.
