About the CMAA Scholarship

The Construction Management Association of America (CMAA), Metro New York/New Jersey Chapter, is a 501(c)(6) charitable organization, tax identification number is 54-1803080. CMAA Metro New York/New Jersey awards a limited number of scholarships to qualified students to help them defray the costs of pursuing a degree in Construction Management or related-degree programs. Student Scholarship Awards are presented in June at the CMAA Metro NY/NJ Chapter Awards Banquet. The amounts of the scholarships vary from year to year, they can range from $3,000 – 10,000. 
CMAA Metro NY/NJ Chapter Student Scholarship Eligibility Criteria
1) Students applying for the scholarship must be CMAA student or professional members. If you do not hold a CMAA membership, you will need to go to CMAA’s website at https://www.cmaanet.org/join and apply for an Individual Student Membership. The CMAA Student Membership is Free.
2) Students must have completed a minimum of one full academic year of studies and must have a minimum of one full semester remaining prior to completing a degree program.
3) Students must be enrolled in a Construction Management or related degree program and show strong interest in pursuing a career in the Construction Management industry, as demonstrated in the application essay.
· We invite students who are children of United States Military personnel and Veterans, or a Veteran themselves to apply.

If you are selected to receive a CMAA Metro NY/NJ Student Scholarship, you will be notified by e-mail. Scholarship recipients will be invited to attend our Annual CMAA Metro NY/NJ Awards Banquet; where we will announce the winners. 
CMAA NY/NJ Metro Chapter Scholarship Review Process
1. All scholarship applications are due on April 22, 2022. The Student Outreach Committee members will go through the applications and make recommendations to the CMAA Metro NY/NJ Chapter board.

2. If the student is selected to receive a scholarship, they will be notified via e-mail on or before May 13, 2022. The student will be invited to attend this year’s CMAA Metro NY/NJ Awards Banquet held on June 17, 2022, at the Yale Club in NYC. The Chair of the Student Outreach Committee will announce the student winners and a scholarship check will be provided to the student. If the student cannot attend the Awards Banquet, then a check will be mailed to the student after the banquet. 
3. While not mandatory, the Scholarship winners are strongly encouraged to attend the CMAA National Conference & Trade Show event this year October 9-11, 2022, Marriott Marquis San Diego, CA. You will have an opportunity to network and participate in conference activities. 
CMAA Metro NY/NJ Chapter Student Scholarship Selection Criteria
The Director and Members of the of CMAA Metro NY/NJ Chapter Student Outreach Committee will review all submitted applications received. Incomplete or late applications will not be considered. If the student is not a CMAA member than their application will go to the end of the pile. Only applicants that hold a CMAA student or professional membership will be eligible for a scholarship. Submitted applications will be ranked in accordance with the Selection Criteria herein this document. The Student Outreach Director and Committee members will recommend winning scholarship recipients based on rankings to the CMAA Metro NY/NJ Chapter Board of Directors. All information submitted will be held in strict confidentiality and used solely for the purpose of scholarship administration. Additional scholarship selection criteria are as follows:
· Student is a Member of CMAA, membership number must be provided.

· Student is a University CMAA Student Chapter member, optional.

· Student is a Child of United States Military personnel or Veteran, or a Veteran themselves.
· Student has had Construction Industry related Work Experience or Internships.
· Student participates in Extracurricular Activities such as Community Service Projects with Non-Profit Organizations, Volunteering Activities, Leadership and Entrepreneurial Activities, and Club Affiliations.

· A Quality Essay must be Provided that discusses:
· Future Career Objectives and Why the student is interested in a Career in Construction Management or related Built Environment career.

· Why are you deserving of a CMAA Metro NY/NJ Scholarship Award? 

· Include Transcripts and GPA Academic Performance.

· Transcripts can be sent separately directly to Dr. Schultz. This must be mentioned with in your application if the school will be sending the transcripts.
· Include the Faculty Evaluation Form & Recommendation Statement Letter with this application
· Faculty must turn in the Faculty Evaluation Form & Recommendation Statement Letter on or before application deadline of April 22, 2022.
Helpful Hints
· All sections of the application, including the Application Checklist, must be completed in full and submitted electronically in one file. An application missing any sections and without a signature and date, will be disqualified from consideration.  
· The scholarship essay must be a computer-generated document, no Google Doc links will be excepted. Be sure to check spelling, formatting, and grammar carefully; presentation is important.
· Submit one pdf file by email, or WeTransfer documents with all completed sections of the application. The subject line of your submitted scholarship application email should include the initial of your first name, spell out your last name, name of school, plus CMAA 2022 Scholarship Application. An example would be: CMorrill Fairleigh Dickinson CMAA 2022 Scholarship Application. 
· Student transcripts that are submitted directly from your university, must be noted in your application e-mail.
· CMAA Scholarship checks will be provided to the student at the Awards Banquet or thereafter. 
Two additional CMAA scholarships are available for students this year, they are as follows:

The national CMAA Foundation Student Scholarship, applications are due on March 31, 2022. You can find more information about the scholarship on the CMAA website at https://www.cmaanet.org/foundation.

CMAA Foundation Francis M. Keville Memorial Scholarship for minority and female applicants is also available due April 30, 2022.
