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Discussions on specific questions/categories/formatting
· Question #18 is missing.
· Distinguish between question B6 and C16.  Should C16 be considered a pedagogy issue instead of subject mastery?
· Many questions in section B and C16 are varying ways of asking similar questions.
· The categories appear to weigh differently due to the number of questions under them. (i.e. subject mastery seems to weigh less than teaching strategies)
· Should we keep the headings?  Should we combine categories or keep them separate? 
· On the first page under learning objectives, what does it mean by “course objectives”?
· No pdf documents!  There is no room for writing comments.  Wants the flexibility to write narrative.
· Place the summary narrative before the checkboxes.

Discussions on the evaluative categories
· Using evidence-based evaluation is unclear.  What does it mean when a category is “not observed”?
· The overall evaluation is unclear.  How is this used in promotion/tenure evaluation?
· Need only satisfactory/unsatisfactory for overall evaluation.
· Use a number line scale, without evaluation descriptions (ie. 1 – 5, or 1 – 10).

Discussions on the use of other forms
· Must we all use a uniform form?  Can we have different forms for different departments?  Especially the disciplines are so different and require different teaching skills.
· The narrative Peer Observation Form can fit into the different teaching emphasis by the different programs.
· The narrative form needs to be well guided, so it is not free response.  Perhaps training or professional development on classroom observation and the writing of the peer observation form is needed.
· Current classroom observation is a snap shot, suggest incorporating interviews, homework, exams as part of the observation report.
· The narrative portion of the proposed form is overshadowed by the checklist.
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
