Description of MINOR Modifications and Rationale

Bachelor of Technology in Construction Technology, which is a 2+2 year program and is the continuation of Civil Engineering Technology AAS and Construction Management AAS degrees, was approved in Summer 2013. It was started officially in Spring 2014. Therefore, students who advance to this program may come from different programs (Civil or Construction), and they will require some differences in prerequisites. Six courses (CMCE 3501, CMCE 3602, CMCE 4400, CMCE 4700, CMCE 4701, and CMCE 4702) reviewed and minor changes are proposed to resolve these issues. Other changes include changing the course description for CMCE 4400 to reflect clearly the material that is covered in these classes. Also, a mistake (typo) in CMCE 4700 prerequisite is corrected through this proposal.

Emphasis is placed on AASHTO loading and design requirements, load testing, and verification of unconventional materials. Covers case studies of bridges in NYC and around the world.


Rationale:  

The prerequisite should be changed to make sure that students are familiar with Elements of Structural Design – Steel (CMCE 2315) and Elements of Structural Design – Concrete (CMCE 2415) before taking this class. Students need the structural design concepts in order to design a bridge.
