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COURSE NUMBER AND TITLE:
ENT-2190 Video Editing Skills
CREDIT HOURS:


2 Credits, 1 class hr, 2 lab hrs
PREREQUISITES:

ENT 1190 or COMD 2320
CATALOG DESCRIPTION:

Students explore the fundamental features of industry-standard video editing software and gain knowledge of the essentials of effective editing. Short projects are edited with an emphasis on the basics of the software. This course prepares students for ENT 4390 Advanced Video Editing.

RATIONALE:

This proposed course will be a prerequisite for ENT 4390 Advanced Video Editing in the video track in the Department of Entertainment Technology. The new course will review basics of the industry-standard editing software to be used in the upper -level course.

NOTE:

This proposal also contains a minor modification to request a name and prerequisite change for the ENT4390 Non-Linear Video Editing course. It will be changed to ENT4390 Advanced Video Editing. The new prerequisites will be the new ENT2190 Video Editing Skills and ENT2290 Video Studio Operations (replacing the old prerequisites ENT3290 or ENT3390). 
Strengths: 
The new course will enable the students to learn the basics of video editing software. The students will gain the background knowledge and skills to learn advanced video editing techniques in the upper-level course.
Weaknesses:

Subcommittee activities, issues and concerns:

Some preliminary suggestions made by the Provost were taken into consideration by the proposers.
Curriculum sub-committee reviewed the proposal for compliance with the formatting and content requirements of new course proposal template.
