This new course, AFR 1308 is designed to offer a better understanding of the life and cultures of the Caribbean diasporas from an art history perspective.  The course will expand the number of interdisciplinary courses in art history offer by the African American Studies Department.  Attention is given to paintings, sculptures and photography from the Caribbean and the Caribbean diaspora.
This new course was first proposed in 2013.

Departmental curriculum subcommittee approved the creation of a single course for Caribbean art.

The initial proposal for AFR 1308 was approved at the African American Studies Department faculty meeting, May, 2014.

	Caribbean art is not monolithic. In course readings and course assignments, students will be expected to explore and know the distinction between art and artists from English, Spanish, French, Brazilian and Creole Dutch speaking Caribbean cultures.
	· Analyze how arts from diverse cultures of the past serve as a foundation for those of the present, and describe the significance of works of art in the societies that created them. 

	In course assignments and class discussions students compare pre and post- colonial influences on Caribbean art. Students will be expected to discuss the larger cultural and socio-political influences that have shaped the production of art. For instance, in course reading on Carnival art across the Caribbean, Student through a study of the costumes, will be expected to explore the specific form of art associated with an aspect of the Carnival celebrations.

A history of the visual arts and artists from the Caribbean regions from its earliest origins to the present.  Students will explore both the historical and contemporary significance of the art and their cultures from its earliest origins to the present.  This course examines the roots, main currents, forms, styles, content, aesthetics, and ideological dimensions of Caribbean art, as well as the extent to which they have captured the essence of the Black experience.  
Rationale:
AFR 1304 is currently being taught as African American Caribbean art.  Over the years, too little attention was given to the art of the Caribbean and the Caribbean diaspora.  The art of Caribbean nations was virtually ignored or underrepresented.  This new course is designed to explore the depth and breadth of Caribbean art and the Caribbean diaspora.   This new course, AFR 1308 is designed to offer a better understanding of the life and cultures of the Caribbean diaspora from an art history perspective.  The course will expand the number of interdisciplinary courses in art history offer by the African American Studies Department.  Attention will be given to paintings, sculptures and photography from the Caribbean and the Caribbean diaspora.
This course is designed as a new art history course.  Humans have always produced art in a variety of forms long before recorded history. Art has fulfilled many vital personal and social needs. Before language and writing were developed, the visual arts, signs or symbols provided the most universally understood means for communication.

By studying the Caribbean works of art, we can better understand the life and culture of the people who produced them, or the patrons they served. 

The values of a society are often reflected in the styles and functions of the art that it produced. Students will learn how to identify the principle characteristics of the various periods and styles of art, and how the contemporary uses of art and design derive from the art produced in the past.  

New materials, modern technological advances and new methods for communication provide artists a wider range for visual expression. Air travel, photography, television transmission by satellites and powerful electron microscopes provide humankind with unusual views of natural subjects and with new perspectives and time frames for human experience. Art has always reflected or projected life and culture, and it will continue to do so. In this course, we will identify and explore some of the contemporary art trends and discuss these trends and possibilities for individual expression in the future.

Rationale:  This new course is currently being taught as AFR 1304, African American/Caribbean art.  Over the years, too little attention was given to the art of the Caribbean and the Caribbean diaspora.  The art of Caribbean nations was virtually ignored or underrepresented.  This new course is designed to explore the depth and breadth of Caribbean art and the Caribbean diaspora.   This new course, AFR 1308 is designed to offer a better understanding of the life and cultures of the Caribbean diaspora from an art history perspective.  The course will expand the number of interdisciplinary courses in art history offer by the African American Studies Department.  Attention is given to paintings, sculptures and photography from the Caribbean and the Caribbean diaspora.
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
