Proposal Overview:  

Course Title and Number:  ANTH 2000, Medical Anthropology
Course Credits and Hours:   3 hours, 3 credits 

Prerequisites: ENG 1101 and any anthropology course
Course Description:  The course examines how anthropologists study the interrelationship between biology, culture, and understanding of disease, health, and healing.  Topics include healers and healing, social inequality and health disparities, globalization, biocultural, cultural, and applied anthropological approaches.  
Proposal Strengths: 

1. This course will expand the anthropology offerings at the college and may appeal to students from some health care fields, like nursing .  It will be the college’s first upper-level anthropology course.  
2. The course examines medicine in terms of health, illness, and forms of healing from an anthropological standpoint that includes biological and cross-cultural perspectives, (i.e. Western and non-Western).  
3. This course is proposed for the World Cultures and Global Issues Pathways flexible core and is a liberal arts course.  
4. This course is planned as writing intensive, and guidelines for major assignments were included in the proposal.  
Weaknesses: None
Concerns Addressed:  Through the vetting process, the following revisions were made: course prerequisites were clarified, grading requirements were clarified, the catalog description was made consistent throughout the proposal, and the course outline was synchronized with the sample syllabus.
