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PROPOSAL OVERVIEW:
Course Number and Title: SOC-2380-Sociology of Education

Course Credits and Hours: 3 Credits, 3 Class Hours

Prerequisites: Any 1000-level SOC course or PSY 1101

A new Liberal Arts course that will serve as both a General Education course and a requirement for 
NYSED certificate programs in the CTTE Department.
RATIONALE:

This course will serve as both a General Education course and as a NYSED requirement for the initial certification and the professional certification programs for which CTTE is applying through the state. NYSED states the course should address the history, philosophy, and role of education; the rights and responsibilities of teachers and other professional staff, students, parents, community members, school administrators, and others with regard to education; and the importance of productive relationships and interactions among the school, home, and community. SOC 2380 meets these requirements.
STRENGTHS: 
This course examines the social influences on education and the effects of education and schooling on the social experiences and identities of individuals and groups in contemporary society. Focus is on the history, philosophy, and education, and the responsibilities of teachers, school administrators and other professional staff, students, parents, and community members with regard to education. The important and productive relationships and interactions among the school, home, and community are explored. Also, this course will be submitted as an ID and writing intensive course.
