Course Title and Number:  AFR 2000, Blacks in Media
Course Credits and Hours:   3 hours, 3 credits 

Prerequisites: ENG 1101

Course Description:  
This course examines the complex dialogue between Black media representations and the lived cultural, social and historical experiences of people of African descent.  It explores the interdependent roles of Black individuals, groups, and communities as cultural producers, consumers, and subjects of media representations and discourses. 

Proposal Strengths: 

1. This course will expand the offerings in African American Studies and may become part of the African American Studies option for LAA students.  The course was developed in response to the African American Studies Department’s strategic plan.  

2. This course will sharpen students’ critical thinking skills through a variety of written and oral assignments.  
3. This course will be designated as Writing Intensive; it may eventually be taught as an interdisciplinary course.
Weaknesses: None
Concerns Addressed:  Concerns addressed through the vetting process included  the following: clarifying required readings, adding the college’s academic integrity statement, adjusting course content learning outcomes and general education learning outcomes, and identifying the course as writing-intensive.
