The English Department proposes an increase in the contact hours for ENG1101 from three to four. This involves no increase in the number of credits. ENG1101 will remain a three-credit course, but will have one more contact hour.

Proposal Strengths: 

Increasing the contact hours from three to four will give students additional time with peers and instructor to practice and master the complex tasks of reading, writing and reasoning that will enhance their success throughout their college careers and their professional lives, thus supporting better student learning outcomes. 
Weaknesses: None
Concerns Addressed:  Concerns addressed the availability of space and faculty for this increase. The proposers responded that a mock schedule for a highest number of section offered was already conducted by Vice President for Student Affairs Marcela Armoza indicating the space availability. Additionally the chair of the English Department confirmed that there are enough full time and part time faculty to assumes the increase in hours.
