Proposal Overview:
	Course Number and Title: MAT 1275CO College Algebra and Trigonometry Corequisite
Course Credits and Hours: 0 Credits, 2 Class Hours

Prerequisites: CUNY Proficiency in Math. Students who took MAT 1190CO need department approval and must demonstrate proficiency in Elementary Algebra.

Corequisite:  MAT 1275

* “CUNY Proficiency in Math” means a score of 57 or higher on the Accuplacer Elementary Algebra test.
MAT 1275CO will offer two additional hours of support for students meeting the eligibility for MAT 1175 to accelerate and take MAT 1275. This alternative to the MAT 1175 / MAT 1275 sequence allows students to advance from remedial math to precalculus in one semester.



	Course Number and Title: MAT 1190CO Quantitative Reasoning Corequisite

Course Credits and Hours: 0 Credits, 2 Class Hours

Prerequisites: Meet the CUNY Math Placement for Elementary Algebra. CUNY proficiency in reading.  This course is offered to students in qualified non-STEM majors only.

Corequisite:  MAT 1190

* “CUNY Math Placement for Elementary Algebra” means a score of 40-56 or higher on the Accuplacer Elementary Algebra test.
The course MAT 1190CO will offer two additional hours of support for students meeting the eligibility for MAT 065 and majoring in non-STEM disciplines to accelerate and take MAT 1190. This option provides an alternative to Elementary Algebra (MAT 065) and allows students in non-STEM disciplines to complete the credit level course MAT 1190, Quantitative Reasoning while receiving supplemental math instruction.



	Course Number and Title: MAT 065CO Elementary Algebra Corequisite 
Course Credits and Hours: 0 Credits, 2 Class Hours

Prerequisites: CUNY Math Placement for Arithmetic
Corequisite:  MAT 065

*** “CUNY Math Placement for Arithmetic” means a score of 39 or less on the Accuplacer Elementary Algebra Test.
MAT 065CO will offer two additional hours of support for students scoring 39 or less on the ACCUPLACER Elementary Algebra Test. The corequisite sessions will focus on active learning, and problem-solving at an individualized pace.




Rationale:

Per   a   Board   of   Trustees   resolution, CUNY Math Departments are required to offer some students who are placed in the upper level of developmental Math, the opportunity to take a credit-bearing math course with non-credit corequisite support. To comply with this mandate, the Math Department is adjusting its sequence, with full implementation planned for fall 2019. In preparation, the Math Department proposes to pilot three new non-credit corequisite math courses numbered MAT 1275CO, MAT 1190CO, and MAT 065CO during summer 2018, fall 2018, and spring 2019.
With the addition of the three new co-requisite courses, the pre-reqs for the existing MAT1275, MAT1190 and MAT065 will be updated as follows:

OR Meet Math Department Placement Criteria

OR CUNY Proficiency in Math (57 or higher on the ACCUPLACER Elementary Algebra test). This course must be taken with the corequisite MAT 1275CO. Students who took MAT 1190CO need department approval and must demonstrate proficiency in Elementary Algebra.

	Proficiency in reading and mathematics

OR Meet the CUNY Math Placement for Elementary Algebra (40-56 on the ACCUPLACER Elementary Algebra test). CUNY proficiency in reading.  This course must be taken with the corequisite MAT 1190CO and is offered to students in qualified Non‐STEM majors only.

	Meet the CUNY Math Placement for the Elementary Algebra

OR meet the CUNY Math Placement for Arithmetic (39 or less on the ACCUPLACER Elementary Algebra test), and must be taken with the corequisite MAT 065CO.


Strengths: 
1. MAT1275CO provides an accelerated track for students to enroll in college algebra and trigonometry after passing MAT 065 and to provide support for student success in the course.

2. MAT1190CO supports student success in an alternative to elementary algebra track for non-STEM majors.
3. MAT065CO provides additional support for developmental math students to work on problem-solving in an active learning and computer-aided environment.

Concerns Addressed:
The subcommittee and Provost’s office offered several recommendations for revision. Through the vetting process, the following revisions were made: 
1. Minor changes to the student learning outcomes 
2. Elimination of the attendance policy 
3. Inclusion of grading rubrics

4. Consistency of course numbers throughout the document

5. Minor change to the proposed math sequence graph for the non-STEM majors

All feedback were addressed and incorporated into the final proposal by the proposer.
Subcommittee activities:
The subcommittee submitted changes to the proposal and we also had some questions about financial aid for the proposer, which were answered appropriately. The subcommittee and proposer subsequently met with Provost August, Associate Provost Pam Brown, Dean Justin Vazquez-Poritz, and Kim Cardascia. All suggestions throughout the course of the review process were implemented into the final version of the proposal.
