A. CCCC Chair Anne Marie Sowder 
· introduced herself and welcomed the new and returning members.

B. Major Curriculum Change Proposals

· Committee chair Professor Yu-Wen Chen introduced the following four proposals:

· 20-11  Academic Minor in Spanish Language – Approved unanimously (34 votes) 
· Discussion ensued related to the necessity of student surveys for minor proposals. 

· 20-12  Academic  Minor in Hispanic Language and Culture – Approved unanimously (34 votes) 

· Dean Smith asked if there is a mechanism for adding additional new and/or existing LATS courses to the Academic minor. Kim Cardascia indicated that the proposal can include “LATSxxxx” in the list of electives in order to accommodate additions. 
· Professor Bennett  questioned the use of term “Hispanic” as opposed to “Latinx” in naming the minor. Dean Vazquez-Poritz recommended that the exit survey ask students their opinion regarding the naming of the minor and Professor Jimenez agreed to include such a question in the survey.
· 20-13  Academic Minor in Arabic Language and Culture – Approved unanimously (34 votes)

· Dean Smith recommended changing the credits from 15 credits to 12-15 credits and Dean Vazquez-Poritz suggested a friendly amendment to the proposal to reflect this suggested change.
· Professor Delikan recommended the proposal including “ARBxxxx” to the list of electives to allow for the inclusion of new courses.
