Rationale for proposal: 
In the last few decades, the U.S. Hispanic population has exponentially grown, reaching, in 2022, more than 63 million, which accounts for 19% of the nation’s population.[footnoteRef:1] The rise of Latin American and Latinx artistic traditions at cultural institutions and museums across the U.S. requires a better understanding of the cultural production of these diverse communities and should highlight their decisive influence and contribution to the art world. The goal of this course is to support the study and visibility of Latin American art and material culture, allowing students to delve into the work of Latin American artists and aesthetic movements that have been integral to the trajectory of art history. By including a specific focus on Latin America, this course will expand the art history course offerings, as well as the Academic Minors in Art History & Visual Culture and in Hispanic Studies. It will also complement existing art history courses with a geographical focus, such as ARTH 1108 Art of Asia; ARTH 1110 Islamic Art and Architecture; and ARTH 2200 Art and Urban Culture in Modern China. The course will appeal to Liberal Arts and Architectural Technology students, and to those interested in both Latin American studies and art history in general. Additionally, it will provide an additional course option for Social Science, Communication Design, and Entertainment Technology students.
 
The proposed course aligns with the efforts of the HSI Committee to reinforce City Tech’s identity as an HSI with relevant curricular offerings reflecting it. By including field trips to museums and galleries dedicated to Latin American and Latinx art in the New York City metropolitan area, such as El Museo del Barrio and The Hispanic Society Museum, students will be able to further expand their interest in this field beyond the classroom.

Detailed Course Description
This course examines major developments in Latin American art and material culture, with emphasis on Mexico, Argentina, Chile, Colombia, and Peru. Students will explore topics such as mestizaje; indigenism; nationalism and popular art; the role of visual arts in the construction of history and cultural identity; and the region’s shared artistic legacies. Beginning in the Pre-Columbian era, the course covers Mayan, Aztec, and Incan art, art of the Viceroyalties of New Spain and Peru, as well as important trends in modern and contemporary art. Through illustrated lectures, writing assignments, discussion, and a required visit to a local museum, students will acquire a historical framework for further study in art history and Latin American studies.

1. Participation (10%)
Participation is an essential part of the learning process and is required for all students. 
· Participation means coming prepared to class and maintaining an active presence by answering questions from the instructor, responding to other’s comments, taking notes, and completing in-class activities. 
· Participation will be graded each week over the course of the semester based on students’ classwork, engagement, and contribution to class discussions.
· For fully online synchronous sections of this course, students need a working video and microphone. Students are required to turn on their videos and microphones and be verifiably present at the instructor’s request.

2. Museum Exhibition Report (10%)
This assignment consists of the analysis of an exhibition featuring Latin American art. This required field trip at no cost for students will take place before the midterm. In this essay, students will describe, analyze, and interpret the exhibition in connection to the class content and themes. It will also help students to closely observe and engage firsthand with a work of art.
Assignment details:
· The essay needs to be 2 double-spaced, typed pages (Times New Roman 12pt, one-inch margins).
· It should include the visual description and analysis of one single work of art of students’ choice. 
· It will be evaluated based on the analysis of the exhibition and the selected work of art, quality and development of ideas, organization, clear expression, and grammar. Students should also apply terminology, concepts, and themes covered in class.
· This essay will be submitted via Blackboard/OpenLab on the date indicated in the course schedule. No essays sent after the deadline will be accepted. 
· Detailed information about the visit and writing guidelines is available on Blackboard/OpenLab.

3. Midterm (15%)
The mid‐term exam will cover material from the first day until the day before the exam. It will include a combination of slide identification, multiple choice, term definition, short answers, and short essays. Questions will be drawn from lecture notes, class readings, class discussions, and assignments. A study guide with key terms and images will be shared with students on Blackboard/OpenLab at least one week before the examination.

4. Final Exam (15%)
The final exam will cover material from the first day after the midterm until the day before the exam. It will include a combination of slide identification, multiple choice, term definition, short answers, and short essays. Questions will be drawn from lecture notes, class readings, class discussions, and assignments. A study guide with key terms and images will be shared with students on Blackboard/OpenLab at least one week before the examination.

5. Reading assignments (20%)
Reading assignments are listed in the schedule of meetings in this syllabus. 
Details:
· Readings are a very important part of this class since they complement the lectures and provide vital material for participating in the discussions and completing assignments.
· Students must complete all assigned readings before class. If a reading is listed under September 12, for example, it should be completed before class on September 12.
· There is a reading guide that students need to complete in advance of each class meeting. This guide will help students navigate the reading material and provide prompts to discuss in class. Each student should bring to class the reading guides, along with reflections and critical comments to share. 
· Even though students are not required to turn in the guide, the instructor will check if students have completed it during the lesson. Students should demonstrate that they have completed the readings, watched any related multimedia material, and carefully thought about the prompts in the guide. 

6. Group presentations on class readings (10%)
To foster a cooperative learning environment, students will present and lead the discussion on the assigned readings for the day in small groups of three or four students.
Assignment details:
· The group presentation should last 8-10 min in total, and it will be followed by a discussion with the entire class.
· Students will prepare a report of 1-2 pages in length (typed, double-spaced, Times New Roman 12pt, one-inch margins) to share with the class. The presentation should (a) review key concepts and points from that session’s reading assignment, connecting them to the themes discussed in class, and (b) pose two or three questions for further discussion. Students should actively lead the class discussion and be prepared to answer classmates’ questions. 
· One group leader should email the instructor the written presentation and the discussion questions at least 24 hours before the day of the presentation. 
· Presenters are allowed to have notes or bullet points as a reminder during the presentation, but they are not allowed to simply read the report in front of the class. 
· Groups will be evaluated based on the quality of the remarks and notes, as well as on the value of the questions to inspire discussion and comments. 
· Students must participate and work collaboratively with their peers to think critically about the topic, synthesize the readings, and present them to the class. A peer evaluation rubric will be provided to outline expectations prior to the beginning of group presentations.
· The group presentations will be assigned the first day of class and they will rotate throughout the semester. There is no make-up opportunity for the presentations.




7. Term paper (20%)
· During the semester students will write a 5-page term paper (double spaced, typed, Times New Roman 12pt, one-inch margins). It should include at least five secondary bibliographic sources. 
· Students can write on any topic and theme discussed in class, but with the instructor’s approval before they start working on the writing. 
· It will be evaluated based on the elaboration of the thesis, quality and development of ideas and examples, organization, clear expression, and grammar.
· During Week 12, 13, and 14 students will briefly present their project to the class (3 minutes maximum per student) in a 2-3 slide presentation.  
· Detailed instructions, samples, and a rubric are available on Blackboard/OpenLab.
· The paper will be submitted via Blackboard/OpenLab on the date indicated in the course schedule. No papers submitted after the deadline will be accepted.

Course Needs Assessment

Target students: The proposed course will be open to all City Tech students. It will both complement and extend course offerings in art history and Latin American studies, in addition to expanding the Art History & Visual Culture Minor and the Hispanic Studies Minor. With the course’s special topics on Latin American art and material culture, it will attract students from Liberal Arts, Social Science, Architectural Technology, Communication Design, and Entertainment Technology, in addition to those interested in Latin American studies in general. Considering the College’s status as an HSI, the course will benefit and attract City Tech’s thriving Hispanic community, which currently makes up 34% of the total student body.[footnoteRef:2] [2:  City Tech Facts, 2023-24. Offering sections: The proposed course will be taught weekly with one section for the spring and fall semesters. 

Projected headcount: Since this course follows a seminar format, including several group and individual presentations across the semester with in-depth feedback, as well as regular discussion-based activities, it should be capped at 25 students per section. Additionally, the course includes a field trip, which is required to complete the museum exhibition report (10% of the final grade), and local museums like El Museo del Barrio do not accept visits of more than 25 students. By attracting potential students from Liberal Arts, Social Science, Architectural Technology, Communication Design, and Entertainment Technology the enrollment should develop rapidly over the first three years, potentially requiring two or three sections of the course. 

Overlap with other courses: The proposed course has a minor overlap with LATS/ARTH 2204 Latin American Fashion and Culture, which also covers casta paintings and Frida Kahlo’s work. However, this is a minimal correspondence since LATS/ARTH 2204 students approach both subjects from the perspective of fashion. Because this course focuses on continental Latin America, it diverges from AFR 1308 Caribbean Art. There is no overlap with courses outside of the Humanities Department.

Department faculty qualified for teaching this course: The Humanities Department currently has one full-time faculty member and one adjunct with expertise in Latin American art and material culture. Both are fully qualified to teach the proposed course. Considering the number of scholars and instructors specializing in Latin American art in the New York City area, it will be no challenge to hire adjuncts to teach other sections of this course in the future if needed.


Course Design

Course context: The proposed course is designed as an elective course with topics focusing on Latin America art and material culture from the colonial era to present. This liberal arts course is open to all City Tech students, particularly those seeking to fulfill their Gen Ed requirements and those who are interested in both art history and Latin American studies. 

Course structure: This is an image-based course with weekly reading assignments, several presentations (in small groups and individually), a term paper, and a museum exhibit analysis, along with a midterm exam and a final exam. Through lectures, discussions, film screenings, readings and writings, students will develop an in-depth understanding of the impact of Latin American art and material culture on the art world.

Anticipated pedagogical strategies and instructional design: This course follows a flipped classroom pedagogical approach, which means that students are assigned weekly readings and a comprehensive reading guide with discussion prompts that they need to complete before coming to class. In-class time is reserved for oral presentations, class discussion, reflection activities, answering students’ questions, clarifying concepts, and above all for applying what students learned from the homework. It is expected that students work at least 5-6 hours per week outside of the classroom to complete reading assignments, as well as watch selected films and multimedia material. Following this blended method allows students to take responsibility for their own learning process and knowledge acquisition. All class sessions will start with a general question related to the topic at hand (or a short video) to spark interest and help students personally connect with the material. At the end of each class session, the same question will be posted by the instructor (or a different one related to it) to show students what they learned throughout the session. There will be a small group student presentation at the beginning of the class, which will summarize the information on the assigned reading(s), make connections with themes and topics covered, and lead the class discussion. Students will prepare a written report of the presentation to be shared with the entire class and pose 2-3 discussion questions to encourage further thought. After a 20-30-minute lecture by the professor, there will be a class discussion in small groups with a final summary presented by a group leader. During the last 10 minutes of class, the instructor will review the lecture and the assigned readings (or film, if any) for the following week.
How does this course support Programmatic Learning Outcomes? Although this course is designed as an elective course and is not required for any existing programs at City Tech, the satisfactory completion of the course will help students demonstrate their knowledge and understanding of Latin American art and material culture. It will support programmatic learning outcomes for students from programs of Liberals Arts, Social Science, Communication Design, Architectural Technology, and Entertainment Technology.
