Draft Proposal for an Academic Minor in French Language and Cultural studies Sponsored by Humanities Department 
Major Curriculum Modification  
 

Rationale 
The Academic minor in French Language and Cultural Studies gives students a foundation in the French language, including speaking, reading, writing, and listening, as well as the opportunity to advance their knowledge of French cultures. French speakers are in great demand. With approximately 1.6 million French speakers in the United States alone, French is the fourth most commonly spoken non-English language in the country after Spanish, Chinese, and Tagalog (US Census Bureau, 2011). Being proficient in French can open many doors to careers in government, law, international relations/diplomacy, business, hospitality, health professions, and education. This minor provides students at City Tech with an opportunity to explore multicultural dimensions of their professional studies related to the global French diaspora. It broadens their options for careers in art and culture, education, culinary arts, magazines, museums, advertising, tourism, youth programs, communications, Francophone consulates, nonprofits, and the United Nations.

This Academic Minor aims especially at supporting the Thomas Ahrens International Work/Study Programs organized by Hospitality Management Department at City Tech. This exchange program between City Tech and University d’Evry, Paris, presents the business of tourism, hotel management, cuisine, and culture to hospitality students at City Tech. The course provides students with the necessary linguistic and cultural knowledge to communicate effectively with French-speaking customers and hospitality service providers, etc.

This minor is proposed in response to the General Education Committee’s recommendation for the creation of new minors at City Tech.

 The Academic minor in French Language and Cultural Studies is housed in the Department of Humanities and includes coursework from the Department of Humanities, the Department of Social Science, and the Department of Hospitality Management. Advising for the academic minor will be conducted by Prof. Khalid Lachheb, who will be the coordinator of the minor. The 12-credit academic minor is designed to provide students with the necessary and sufficient skills to master the French language and the opportunity to explore aspects of the history and culture of French-speaking countries (e.g., art, music, ethnic relations, and Western civilization). This program gives students an opportunity to consider new career possibilities related to their studies that would be enhanced by competency in French Language and culture. For instance, a graduate in Architectural Technology (BTech or BArch), Business and Technology of Fashion (BS), or Communication Design (BFA) with an Academic minor in French Language and Cultural Studies might be an attractive candidate for a firm contracted to build and/or set up a company in francophone countries in Europe and Africa, given the candidate’s ability to speak French and knowledge of francophone customs and culture. 

The required and elective courses of this minor fulfill General Education requirements. The Academic minor will also give students the opportunity to gain intercultural understanding and make them more competitive on the international market.
 

Description of the Proposed Academic Minor 
This Academic minor consists of two required courses (FREN 1102 Elementary FREN II and FREN 2201 Intermediate FREN I), plus any two additional courses from a selection of eighteen electives. The required courses are foundational and included in comparable French and Cultural Studies minors.  

[bookmark: _Hlk64402541]While any two listed elective courses will fulfill the remaining 6 credits required to earn the minor, the eighteen electives offered include ample options for meeting students’ preferences and academic interests. A student with interests leaning toward art and design can choose two classes from among ARTH 1106 (Modern Art), ARTH 1101 (History of Art: Prehistoric to Gothic), and ARTH 1103 (Introduction of the history of Art).

Students interested in history and the study of culture and civilization may choose two classes from among HIS 1102 (Foundations of the Modern World 1400-1900), HIS 2000 (Modern World History), and HIS 1103 (The Modern World Since 1900).

Those interested in French cuisine may select two classes from among HMGT 4995 (Wine of France) and HGMT 4978 (Artisanal Breads), or HGMT 4975 (International Desserts), and HMGT 2304 (Baking and Pastry Arts II). 


Required and Elective Courses for the Academic Minor 
Students take two required courses, plus 2-3 additional courses from the list of electives to reach a total of 12 credits. In the rare case that students place at FREN 2201 level, then they would be expected to take 9 credits of electives to make up the Minor.

Students must earn a C or better in all minor coursework to be granted a minor designation on their transcripts.
