Rationale for the Minor Modification:

Given the interactive nature of instruction in, and the oral communication component of, the relevant courses, our learning outcomes cannot be met and assessed unless students meet the minimum tech requirements and understand the expectations of these courses:

LATS 1461: Class discussion of reading assignments. Oral reports and discussion with peers. In-class activities.    

LATS 2202: Class discussion of reading assignments. Oral reports of reading assignments. Class discussion of selected historical / cultural topics. In-class activities. 

LATS 2204: Employ and display effective oral communication skills in class discussion and through oral presentations that demonstrate critical thinking in visual studies and art history. 

LATS 2501: Class discussion of readings. Oral presentations of selected topics. Class discussion of presentations. In-class activities


Testimonial from Professor Aydee Garcia (Instructor of LATS 1461 and LATS 2501)

1. Assessment includes exams on blackboard, written assignments submitted to my email, board discussions that call for exchanges among the students and with the teacher, students presentations done via zoom during class sessions, and homework on  issues relevant to class topics.
2. Reading is essential to these classes. Analyzing texts and documents is the backbone of the learning and it needs to be emphasized. It is important to use technology that deepens their skill and does not distract them from the relevant information. 
3. How I evaluate the students' participation- From the third week, there is a student's presentation every day except for exam days. A student is designated to make the comments on the presentation and a time for questioning is given.  I make sure that all the students in the roster do presentations as well as comments.

Testimonial from Professor Inés Corujo-Martín (Instructor of LATS 2204)
1. As part of the course, students are required to present on class readings several times during the semester and lead the class discussion afterwards. Students are evaluated on delivery (25% of the grade), including "body language", "visual contact with the audience," and "the use of non-verbal communication strategies to transmit interest and energy to keep the audience engaged."
2. As part of the course, students are required to work on a research project throughout the semester and formally present it to the class during the last session. Students are evaluated on the delivery of their research presentation (25% of the grade). 
3. For small group projects in breakout rooms, it is pedagogically beneficial for students to have their cameras and mics on since it improves students' ability to communicate and collaborate with each other. Seeing/visualizing their peers contributes to encouraging social connection and forging a sense of community among students.
4. I bring guest speakers to the course every semester and I ask my students to turn on their camaras to demonstrate that they are paying attention to the lecture and to create a more comfortable virtual environment for our visitor(s).
