This change brings our curriculum into alignment with most other architecture programs, where the history survey sequence begins in the second semester or second year.

Rationale:  This course and its role in the curriculum has evolved over time. For many years, ARCH 1121 served as an introduction to the discipline. In 2016, ARCH 1101 Introduction to Architecture was created and added to the curriculum and the ARCH 1121 was revised with new content – ARCH 1121 History of World Architecture to 1900. It is positioned in the second semester of the first year in the “Sample Course of Study” but because ENG 1101 is the only pre-/corequisite, quite a few students are taking it in the first semester. This course is an intensive disciplinary history course that covers an enormous range of cultures and periods. Students in their first semester often struggle and are unable to complete the course or do poorly and barely meet the learning objectives, which provide an important foundation for subsequent courses in the major. Adding the introductory first-semester course (ARCH 1112) as a pre-requisite will assure that students are reasonably prepared to succeed in ARCH 1121 History of World Architecture and subsequent courses. This change brings our course sequence into alignment with most other architecture programs, where the history survey sequence begins in the second semester or even more so the second year. 

Allowing alternate prerequisites in ARTH will still permit students from outside the major to take the course, only assuring that they have some prior college-level exposure to visual history and culture.
