Homework:
Will be given at the end of every class and will depend on the amount of material covered on that day. Assignments will be given either on webwork, or by class handout. Homework will be worth 11% of your overall grade.

Exams:
There will be three major exams and one cumulative departmental final exam. Each exam will be worth 16% of your grade and the final exam will be worth 25% of your grade. All of the exam dates will be announced in class at least one week before that exam.

** It is imperative that you take each exam on schedule. There will be NO make-up exams. If you miss an exam due to a documented illness, family emergency or other extreme circumstance, then the percentage score from your final exam may be substituted provided I receive a written excuse within three days of the missed exam.**

Quizzes:
 At the end of some classes there will be a Quiz. The quizzes will count as 16% of your grade. Each quiz will be closed book, and closed notes. Cheating on a quiz will give you an immediate zero on that quiz.  There will be NO make-up quizzes under any circumstances, do not even ask! Your low quiz score may be dropped, but this depends on the number of quizzes given.
Calculators:
You will be required to have a scientific calculator with Logarithms and Trigonometric functions. You may be allowed to use your calculator on some exams and quizzes. No graphing calculators will be allowed.

Grading:  Your overall course average will be the total of the percentages of your homework, quiz average, all three class exams and the departmental final exam.  A percentage score of 92, 82, 72 or 62 will give you a grade 
of A, B, C or D respectively.  Any class average below 60 percent will yield a grade of F.
Attendance: Attendance is mandatory and will be taken daily. It will also be a source of extra credit. You start the semester off with 3 bonus points. These points will be added to your final average at the end of the semester. You are allowed to miss one class without penalty. For each class you miss after that you will begin to lose one point at a time, until the bonus points are gone.  According to university policy, every two times you are late will count as one missed class.  You will be considered late if you arrive 10 minutes after class has begun.

The university only allows 3 absences during a semester, including lates. Beyond this you are considered over cut for the course.  **Anyone who is over cut in this course will forfeit the right to partial credit on all exams and quizzes, including the department final.**
