Is my character very religious, political, or otherwise a member or some kind?
What is my character’s biggest life goal?
What is my character’s biggest goal within the play?
How does my character’s motivation change from the beginning of the play to the end?
Does my character have mental, emotional, or physical difficulties or illnesses?
What props or scenic elements does my character use during the course of the play?  
What do the use of those props/scenic elements tell me about my character?
How does my character fit into the plot of the play?
What is most important to my character: family, love, or career?
Does my character have children? Describe these relationships.
Does my character have a parent or sibling in the play? Describe these relationships.
Which other characters have more power than my character? How is this power demonstrated?
What kind of power does my character have over other characters? 
Does my character have a secret? What is it and from who are they hiding it? 
What is my character’s greatest fear?
What is my character’s greatest accomplishment?

GIVEN CIRCUMSTANCES OF THE SCENE
What is my character’s main objective in the scene I am performing? Does it coincide with or conflict with another character’s objective in those units?
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
