· State the problem.

· What were the main issues at stake?
· Did one part of the problem dominate your work or your approach to the problem?
· What was your problem-solving strategy?
· What was hard?
· What was easy?
· What worked?
· What ideas did you start with that you later discarded and why?
· Analysis/Analogy
· What real-world situations are like this problem?
· Are there things in the real world situation that you think would be different from our problem?
· What was our problem missing that would be present in the real world?
· Application
· What did you learn from this problem?
· How will you apply what you learned to the real world (or the next problem)?
· What’s the next real-world experience you expect to have that might be related to this activity?
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
