Definitions:

b. “Artistic Product” Creation of new works by performer and or purchaser.

c. “Designer deadline” Date at which design work is due to complete creation of artistic product.
In consideration of the mutual promises and agreements of the parties hereto, as hereinafter set forth, it is agreed as follows:

Check is to be mailed within five (5) working days following the performance.

4.  Transportation, housing, and meals, etc. are to be arranged and paid for by the Artist.
5.  The terms and conditions set forth in this Agreement shall have precedence over any attachment incorporated herein in the event of any conflict.
6.  In the event that either the Presenter or the Artist is unable to fulfill its obligation due to damage or destruction of the venue by fire, verified disability of the Artist, acts or regulations of public authorities, labor difficulties, civil tumult, strike, epidemic, or any unforeseen occurrence rendering the performance(s) impossible; neither the Artist nor the Presenter shall be held legally responsible for any damages arising from the cancellation of the performance(s) listed herein.  Cancellations or changes of date for reasons other than those listed above shall render the Artist liable for any expenses, documented in writing, incurred by the Presenter in connection with this event.

7.  With respect to insurance, the Artist is responsible for his or her liabilities, and the Presenter affirms its self-insured status for its own liabilities. Presenter will procure liability insurance for all Event dates.
8.  This agreement, including any addenda thereto and any compensation payable under the terms hereof, cannot be assigned or transferred without the mutual written consent of both the Artist and/or the Agent and the Presenter and contains the complete understanding of the parties respecting the subject matter hereof.  It is expressly understood and agreed that the Presenter makes no representations or agreements, oral or otherwise, outside the terms of this Agreement which add to, broader, vary, or conflict with the provisions hereof. Any purported outside representations or agreements have no force or effect upon the rights or duties of the Presenter hereunder. No term, provision, or condition of this agreement may be altered, amended, or added except upon the execution of a written agreement by the parties hereto. Any notices provided for herein shall be in writing and shall be personally served or mailed to the Artist and/or Agent at the addresses provided.

Marketing

10.  The Artist agrees to furnish at his/her own expense (shipping included) the following amounts of advertising and promotional material to the extent that he/she has such material available for distribution.
The presenter and artist agree to share mailing lists and marketing materials to generate audience attendance. 
At the time of contracting the following materials (for example):

· One press kit with biography, articles, and reviews

· Two color jpg or photos

· Three black and white jpg or photos

· Comprehensive list of productions

The Artist understands these are minimum quantities and that the Presenter will specify final quantities needed. If quantity is in excess of that normally provided by Artist and/or Agent, the remainder will be provided “at cost” to the Presenter. The Presenter agrees to reimburse the normal shipping costs of these additional quantities.
11.  The Artist agrees to submit final promotional materials for the Presenter’s program at least six weeks prior to the date of the performance. It is understood that the Presenter retains the right to determine the copy and content of its program. The event flyer will include standard language prohibiting the use of cameras and recordings.
12. The artist agrees to include: This work was produced by Theatreworks and supported by New York City College of Technology Entertainment Technology Department; in all subsequent events of “Gaming Company” marketing material. 
Stage and Technical

12. Front of House support The Presenter agrees to furnish the aforementioned venue on the date(s) and at the event time(s) indicated. The Presenter will provide tickets, ticket sellers, ticket takers, ushers, and equipment as may be in the possession of the Presenter and readily available for use, as determined by the Presenter’s staff. 

13. Preproduction planning The Presenter and Artist will agree to a mutual date and time to have production meetings beginning in September 2019. Production meetings will be weekly beginning in February 2020 ending with opening of Event.
14. Event space The Artist will provide the Presenter with stage needs by November 15, 2019. Such needs will include but are not limited to minimum event area desired. 
15. Power needs please provide a list of power needed and a ground plan and section of location requirements inside your event area
14.    Event Planning Deadlines for any item not being provide by the gaming company tour package. All items listed below need to be received by January 5, 2020.
B. Scenic Requirements Production to deliver ground plan, section, and elevations of display.
C. Lighting requirements Production to provide light plot, section, and all related documents.

D. Sound requirements Production to include block diagrams and sound equipment list. 

E. Video requirements Production to include video block diagram and video equipment list. 
F. Costume requirements If needed: Costumes should be delivered one week before technical rehearsals begin. Please provide a costume designer or assistant to train the crew to maintain the wardrobe department for the run of the production.
 G. Miscellaneous requirements Any other design area that needs equipment procured or created for this production that is to be provided by the presenter. 
H. Production crew requirements Stage crew requirements will be mutually agreed upon. Subject to mutual agreement, the Presenter agrees to pre-hang and rig all needed technology. The Presenter agrees to have the stage ready for setup by technical rehearsal date. 
15.  The Presenter will supply stage personnel for cue-to-cue rehearsal. The technical and rehearsal schedule is to be determined in a rider created by mutual consent at the first production meeting.
16.  The Artist agrees to have all setup and rehearsal procedures finished 60 minutes before opening time in order to assure time for cleanup of house, stage, and backstage areas and to allow a meal break for crewmembers. Company members may utilize the stage for preparation onstage so long as it is understood that the house will open 30 minutes before the performance time outlined in item 2 of this agreement.

17.  The Artist certifies that all scenery and /or set decorations provided by the artist shall be capable of withstanding the standard match test as set forth in the New York City Fire Code. Scenery and set decoration will be subject to fire inspection by the Presenter’s Local Fire Department.

Recording and Video Taping
18.   The Presenter and the Artist must mutually agree to record and video tape the performance or no such record will be made.
Artistic Content 

19. All artistic products will be sole property of the artist.

20. All equipment provided by the presenter will remain at New York City College of Technology.

21. All materials purchased by the artist will become sole property of the artist and will leave when the production is over.
22.  The contract includes rider(s). The contract is not binding until all riders have been initialed by the Presenter and Artist.
