1. Call to order 1:05

2. Next pilot meeting set Nov 1 10 am

3. Discussion of the work of the subcomitee: we will revise SLOs and set pilot curriculum. We then need to get approval of the FYW committee,then approval of dept. 

4. We reviewed and discussed a curriculum for next semester, for which Prof. Leston handed out a tentative outline. This consisted of five unit descriptions (outlined below) broad enough that faculty would have some pedagogical leeway but that there would be some consistency throughout classes.  The units are also consistent with 1121 learning outcomes.

a. The committee discussed the units, and unanimously approved them

b. The committee decided that we would each develop examples of specific unit plans for all 5 units. 

c. The units are as follows:

i. A collaborative  personal literacy assignment

ii. Rhetorical or ethnographical analysis of a discourse community. This assignment should include a civic component

iii. A call-to-action position paper with rhetorical analysis. This may be collaborative

iv. A multimodal project. This also may be collaborative, or may also be a revision and repurposing of a previous project

v. Final reflection 

5. The committee discussed the importance of generic awareness, especially the incorporation (if the professor sees fit) of imaginative literature and film

6. The committee discussed a plan that we pilot this new curriculum, each of us teaching a section of 1121 using this new curriculum. 
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
