Final Portfolio

ENG 1101

I have attempted to give you every second of time that I can for you to finish and polish your final portfolios. For the final portfolio, you will need to submit the following by Monday, December 21 by 10:00 a.m. (or earlier).You will only need to submit an electronic copy of the final portfolio to the class website (hardcopies will not be necessary). 

Formatting

1. All of your work should go into one Word document file. This file should be saved as YourLastNamePortfolio. Example: LestonPortfolio.

2. The document should be formatted according to MLA with correct page numbering in the upper right-hand margin. (If you have 30 pages, the numbering should go from pages 1-30). The MLA heading is only necessary on the first page. 

3. The whole document should be double-spaced. Every essay that cites a source should have works cited at the end, formatted correctly (it is not necessary to put the works cited on a new page.)

4. Each new essay, should go on a new page. Before each new essay, you should write some comments that explain how this piece has changed since you first wrote it. A few sentences to a paragraph is enough. Italicize this commentary so it stands apart from the rest. (Hit return twice so you make a gap between your commentary and the title of the essay.) The title should be centered and formatted correctly (no bold, italics, underline, large font, etc.).

Content

1. Explanation of how your essay on Trask’s argument of history writing has evolved and the new version for the final portfolio. 

2. Explanation of how your Competencies Essay has evolved and the new version for the final portfolio. 

3. Explanation of how your Microhistory Essay has evolved and the new version for the final portfolio. 

4. Explanation of how your Exploratory Essay on Three topics for the Cisneros story has evolved and the new version for the final portfolio. 

5. Explanation of how your Cisneros Thesis essay has evolved and the new version for the final portfolio. 

6. Explanation of how your Exploratory Research essay has evolved and the new version for the final portfolio. 

7. The final item in the portfolio should be a letter that you write, addressed to me (Dear Dr. Leston). In this letter, I would like you to explain in detail how you believe you have grown as a writer over the course of the semester. To write this letter, examine the essays that you have written and discuss those things you’ve learned and how you feel your writing has improved. This letter should be around two pages or so. (Note: I have decided to use this letter to replace writing another course competency essay. As a class, we have gone over all the competencies. If you have completed all the assignments, then you will have met all the course competencies. Please see Denea Sutherland’s and Gramoz Gashi’s course competency essays for examples of good and thoughtful reflection. You may find them by going to the blog and reading them on the class website.)

Evaluation Criteria

Each portfolio will receive an overall grade of A – F. I will not write any comment on the portfolios. I will assess them based on the following criteria.

1. Growth as a writer (50 percent): Portfolios that show outstanding growth as a writer will be those that have essays that have shown improvement in thought, expression, and attention to detail over the course of the semester. I will determine growth based on

· Your final letter about your growth.

· Reviewing your final portfolio and comparing it to earlier drafts.

· Comparing your style across the essays.

2.  Level of literacy (50 percent). Portfolios that show outstanding literacy levels will be those that show command of the English level in thought, expression, and attention to detail over the course of the semester, especially towards the end. I will determine level of literacy based on

· The structure and style of your sentences.

· The structure and control of your paragraphs.

· The ability to correctly and smoothly integrate sources into your work (with appropriate introductions, interpretations, and citations).

· A high-level of awareness to formatting and grammatical convention. 

NOTE: Seven items go into the portfolio. 100 / 7 = 14. (14.3, actually)  For each item missing from the portfolio, 14 points will be subtracted from a total possible score of 100 on the final portfolio. The remaining items will be assessed based on the above criteria. 

Grading scenarios: 

Example A: 

A person turns in all the items on the portfolio. She earns a 94 on Growth and an 84 on Literacy. Her grade would be the average between the two, or an 89.

Example B:

A person turns in all the items on the portfolio, except one. 14 points will then be subtracted from her average score. If her average score is an 89 but she is missing one assignment, then her score would be 89 – 14 = 75. 

Other Final Information:

Final Exam: We will discuss in class.

Journal: You have received your midterm journal report. I will give you your final journal report finals week. 
Participation:  I will evaluate your participation based on your behaviors and attitudes concerning the business of the class. Keeping up with the daily work of the class is the largest factor in your participation grade. Being upbeat and motivated and contributing positively to the overall tenor of the class is also an important factor.
