Preliminary snapshot of course coordination questionnaire findings:
· All departments coordinate courses
· The overwhelming majority use the term:  course coordinator /alternate:  course leader
· All departments consider course coordination service to the department
· Most departments consider course coordination in the reappointment process
· Very few  departments relate course coordination to accreditation expectations
· In most cases, the department  chair designates course coordinators; or appoints in consultation with Department  Appointments Committee  members
· In most cases, the criteria for designation includes: expertise (writing the course), prior teaching experience, or teaching assignment
