Working over the next few weeks: 

1) While you will be working on your narrative throughout the next week and I will be responding, on your own, we, as a class, will begin work on the final essay, the response paper.  The response paper work will be designed for you to both complete the assignment AND prepare for the CATW. 
	

2) Everyone is at different stages of their narrative  writing. For those of you who are unsure, you have all been given feedback for you to make adjustments/improvements for revising your narrative introduction. I worked many hours to put that information together, so please use the input to make improvements. It will tell how focused you are on improvement.  


3) In addition, I asked all of you to finalize the conclusion use the models we read in “My Year of No Shopping,” “An Immigrant’s Silent Struggle” and the “Mexican Student’s “ essay about coming to the United States.

Each of you has different challenges and there are not enough days in the semester to address all of them completely.  

8:30  Please go to page 7.  This is the rubric for how the CAT is scored.  The formula requires that you score a minimum of 56.  This can be obtained by getting a series of 3s and 4s on each section. You should think of aiming your writing to at least 4s  in each category. You can get anywhere from 6 points, the best score, to 1 point, the lowest possible score on any one of the categories.   The scoring works as follows:
