Infix: to instill; or, a morpheme inserted inside an existing word.
Example: unfreakinbelievable

Syllepsis:  A trope that consists in using one word with two mutually incompatible meanings without repeating that word. It is not to be confused with ambiguity, in which two or meanings are proffered, between which we are at a loss to choose. Syllepsis, on the contrary, forces us not to choose, compelling us to recognize the equal necessity and equal actualization of both alternatives (from Michel Riffaterre’s Fictional Truth 77, 131)
Example: “…and the victim of his ingenuity was young Robert Elwell, who had ‘put him on’ to the Blue Star scheme” (“Afterward” 151).
