Drafts, Revisions, and Manuscript Format

All papers should be submitted typed, double-spaced and in proper Modern Language Association (MLA) format, which we will cover in class. Please submit drafts and revisions in the ways specified for each assignment on the Schedule of Classes and Assignments. You will generally be asked to post first drafts to your Group Discussions Page, print out second drafts for in-class review, and submit final revisions through the Assignments Page. 

Attendance and Conduct in the Course

Class success depends on attendance and performance. You will be allowed four absences without penalty. Then, unless you have the best excuse I've ever heard, I will lower your grade by a half-letter for each additional absence. If you accumulate more than six absences, I will drop you from the class. Try also not to be late, as your late appearance will disrupt class discussion and workshopping. 

Half of our class meetings will take place on line. If you do not complete work for an online class on time—especially the work of commenting on other students’ work—you will be marked absent for one class meeting. 

All assignments should be submitted on time. 

You will lose credit for late submission of writing assignments and for failing to keep up with reading assignments.

Conferences

While I do not require conferences, I do suggest at least one during the semester. If you're having trouble or simply if you have questions about a particular assignment or issue, come see me as soon as possible, or, at the very least, arrange an on-line meeting.
