1. Approval of minutes from April 11, 2019. Attendance clarified. Motion to approve minutes: Chris. Second: Denise. All in favor.
2. Course for recommendation vote:
· HIS 3209 History of Technology, Zystra. Reviewer Chris. Currently, the number of guest lectures does not meet the minimum requirement for a class that meets twice a week; that is, guest lecturers during six class sessions. Jean motions to vote to conditionally recommend the course, providing the requirement is met. Second: Chris. All in favor, 1 abstention. 
· Potential additional guest lectures whose work is relevant—Sean MacDonald, Chris Swift, and Heidi Boisvert. Reneta pointed out that it is not the number of guest lectures but rather the percentage of the course taught by guest faculty. Motion to recommend the course for Spring 2020: Tamrah. Second: Candido. All in favor.
3. Status of updated guest lecturer form, Sean MacDonald. 
· Form updated with instructions how to submit the form.

· Moving forward—establish a deadline for submitting guest lecturer forms before the end of the semester. 

4. Clarifying the process of guest lecturing credit. 
· Overview of how the payments and release time are administered: Right now, Denise Martin is ‘cutting the checks.’ The Chairs are informed of the release time when forms for released time are submitted each semester. The Dean receives these forms, and then reaches out to me for copies of the guest lecture verification forms before processing. For Summer payment, Amanda lets Denise know, based on syllabi review, who is eligible for payment. At the end to the summer session, she pays only those who have submitted the verification forms.
· Moving forward—chairs need to be informed and keep track of release time; present on the ID process at the college-wide chairs meetings. 

5. Ad-Hoc Course Integrity Working Group, Jean Hillstrom. 
· In addition to the review categories in the Excel spreadsheet provided, two aspects of integrity: A) check that guest lectures actually take place (co-taught courses continue being co-taught); B) confirm approved ID courses run as Gen Ed/NYSED Liberal Arts and Sciences courses, especially when instructors rotate. Reneta pointed out that, for example, CST ID courses should not teach a specific computer programming language and courses cross-listed in ARCH should remain predominantly Gen Ed.

6. Creating IDS minor, Sean MacDonald.
· Proposal to develop an ID minor; discussion about parallels with CUNY BA
· Points of concern: Not enough ID courses to support the curriculum; a large number of ID courses are not designated as Pathways; difficult to come up with coherent curriculum paths.

· Possible solutions: Apply for Pathways designations; courses in other disciplines can count towards degree (in addition to ID); importance of independent studies; introduce a culminating project for students to complete; introduce a course to guide culminating projects.
· Suggestion to eliminate non-ID sections of ID courses. Point of concern: there may be some courses that need to run regardless of ID. Possible solutions: note that non-ID sections are not ID courses in course attributes, color code ID course and/or use pop-ups for registration, which may not be possible to do on CUNYfirst.
· IDS course designation. Points of concern: requires minor curriculum change approval; departments may have concerns. Possible solutions: introduce double designations, cross-listing courses with IDS; present the issues at the chairs meeting; better advisement in the future to reduce student confusion.
