1. Approval of minutes from October 10, 2019.  Motion to approve minutes: Jean. Second: Candido. All in favor.
2. Course for recommendation vote:

· THE 3000/LAW 3000 Theatre of Law
Original proposal discussed at the March 14 meeting. Revised proposal submitted less than 24 hours before the committee meeting. Motion to defer discussion to December meeting: Jean. Second: Chris. All in favor.
· When reviewing the proposal, committee members will rely on the feedback provided during the March 14 meeting, especially in regards to the issue of whether this course is GenEd or legal studies.
3. Best Practices for Interdisciplinary Course Observations, Diana Mincyte
· Since the proposed PSC CUNY contract includes additional guidelines for peer-reviews of online and hybrid courses, this document will have to reflect these changes. 

· Moving forward—the final review by the committee is postponed until the contract is approved. 

4. Interdisciplinary Studies minor and “IDS” designation update, Sean MacDonald
· Report on the meeting with the Provost on 11/13/2019. 
· Several points of concern wrt development of (ID) minors. Jean: Students will have to decide on their minors early on (during their freshman year) because their schedules are filled with discipline specific requirements. Reneta: It is important to set up effective advisement and supervision of the final research project/capstone. Sean: Based on research, there are varying numbers of credits for minors across different CUNY colleges; but around 12 credits seems most appropriate for City Tech; it will be located within Flexible Core. Others: Due to a number of required courses, each program might have to develop pathways for fitting minors in their students’ schedules. 

· Moving forward—all committee members consider possible options and come prepared for an in-depth discussion of (ID) minor development at the next committee meeting.
5. Status of IDS “learnop” ListServ, Monica Berger 
· Testing completed. Email with ListServ subscription information will be sent to all committee members. Subscription information is also available on the ID committee Open Lab website, under Resources and Fieldtrips.
