1. Approval of the minutes from September 12, 2024 
· Motioned: Wanett

2. Recommendation vote for existing course
· HIS 3402ID Topics in Modern World History, 1945-Present, (Peter Parides, SS/HIS) 
Wanett reviewed the course proposal; the proposal is well explained, and everything
necessary is included with the application. Guest lecturers and their disciplines are identified. Motion to approve: Chris; Seconded: Robert; unanimously recommended for ID designation.

3. ID course syllabi review update: Reneta D. Lansiquot 

At Marissa Moran’s request, Reneta had a phone conversation with her regarding her revised syllabus for the Theatre of Law class and pointed to issues. Marissa indicated that the course content was the same as in the original proposal which was co-taught. The new proposal indicates a change of format to guest lecturers, but they were not identified on the syllabus. Also missing was proof of consultation with the affected departments and confirmation of who the guest lecturers are. This course was actually cancelled last semester and then added back again at the last minute for student registration. 

Another concern raised was whether there was an effort to be intentionally vague about the identity of guest lecturers, and whether the culminating project for the course was really connected with Gen Ed learning outcomes. Theater performances are not Gen Ed in nature.

Reneta recommended we vote on the proposal and that the proposer consider making the needed changes and submitting a new application by the first week of classes in Spring 2025. Motion to vote as proposed: Chris. Seconded: Laureen Vote to not recommend for ID course designation was unanimous.

· Other syllabi review issues: Online courses must be interactive in some way. Including a guest lecturer’s recorded lecture by itself is not sufficient; there must be some interactive component even in an online asynchronous class. One instructor did not submit a syllabus by the September 6 deadline this semester; Laureen will follow up with Rob on the section of the PHIL course. Two ID courses housed in AFR noted a guest lecturer who was on sabbatical this year. Instructors were contacted and issue was resolved with additional guest lecturers.

4. ID Committee website updates, Monica Berger
· Online Courses: Some syllabi still make reference to Blackboard rather than Brightspace. 
· Adding guest lecturers to Brightspace: Guest lecturers need to be identified on the new learning management platform. Contact Academic Technologies and Online Learning (AtoL).

5. MSCHE interdisciplinary assignment rubric and fall 2024 assessment in 
SOC 3302ID and THE 2280ID: These two courses will be reviewed this semester, with results/completed spreadsheets to be submitted by end of the semester.
· Discuss assessment plan moving forward: Going forward, the committee will map out which ID courses will be reviewed each semester. The committee will revisit and develop a plan at November meeting.

Reneta spoke with Provost Brown regarding her earlier confirmation that lunch would be covered by her office and/or, if necessary, she would ask the Dean or President’s Office to help cover the cost. She offered to reimburse $300, then $250, but neither amount is sufficient to cover lunch and no one is willing to purchase upfront. Reneta has opened the conference to Honors Scholars students as a learning and networking opportunity, and the National Society of Collegiate Scholars (NSCS) has agreed to cover the cost of breakfast and coffee. City Tech’s NSCS Chapter president will place the order and handle the delivery.
 
Sean will inquire whether the Social Science Dept. has any funds to offer for lunch. Otherwise, lunch will be on our own. About 43 people have registered for the conference as of October 7.  

A draft email will be sent to all presenters confirming their scheduled time slot, and reminding them to send presentation slides ahead of time.

Timekeepers; Wanett will be able to serve as timekeeper for first half of the day. We will need to identify additional volunteers at the next meeting on October 17.

Post-conference survey: Need to identify questions we would like to ask of participants.

Other issues: Chris suggested we get a count of how may ID courses the college needs to offer each semester. We will discuss with the Provost, and this item will be placed on the December meeting agenda.
