2. Recommendation vote for existing course
· SOC 2401ID, Society, Technology, and Self, Joseph Smith (Sociology)
i. Diana: New faculty from CTTE is an added guest lecturer to the course. Still maintains the 20% requirement. 
ii. Does not change the structure of the course, but adds another perspective to it. 
· PHYS1002ID, An Introduction to the Physics of Natural Disasters, Yanna Chen (Physics)

3. Meeting with Provost
