Once the mechanics are worked out, we will look forward to talking with you in
more detail about the content, structure, digital technologies, and internal and external communications
about the course and to plan how it will fit in with the Futures Initiative's mission and programming. We
hope this course is a source of pride for you, your department, and your campus.
