3. The new OER textbook, a supplemental workbook, and the course outlines of MAT 1275/MAT 1275CO were proposed by Prof. Carley. The committee suggested following changes: 

a) Remove the first line of the original course description.
b) Replace the prerequisite of MAT 1275 CO by the wording in the current handbook. 

Motion: Approve the new textbook, workbook and the course outlines for MAT 1275 and MAT 1275CO (2 sessions and 3 sessions) as amended. 
Action: Carried.

4. The new textbook and course outline for MEDU 1021 were proposed by Prof. Han.  The course is changed from 3 credits, 4 contacting hours to 3 credits 3 contact hours. The committee suggested following changes: 

a) Replace the prerequisite of “MAT 1375, CUNY proficiency in reading and writing” to “Eligible for MAT 1475”. 

Motion: Approve the new textbook, and the course outline for MEDU 1021as amended. 
Action: Carried (1 against).

5. The next step of using OER Textbook of MAT 2580 was discussed. The committee decided to use the OER textbook with written homework assignments. 
 
6. Minor curriculum changes of MAT 2680 were discussed. The committee suggested to make the following changes in MAT 2680:  1. Combining Section 1.3 Direction fields and 3.1 Euler’s Method as one section. 2. Remove Section 3.2 and 3.3 on numerical methods. 3. Add 8.4 and 8.5 in the Chapter of Laplace transform to the course outline.
