1. Objectives and Pre-Assessment

a. Were the objectives clearly stated?
Prof. Berger discussed the purpose of the key concept activity.

b. Did the instructor gather an impression of the class before beginning instruction? 
Yes. Prof. Berger asked the students to share which point they were at in their research assignment.
2. Presentation Skills

a. Vocal delivery:  Did the instructor have clarity, sufficient volume and appropriate 
pace of speech? 
 She was audible and paced the class appropriately.
b. Does the instructor move around the room in order to monitor and interact with as many students as possible?
 She first started by demonstrating how to brainstorm a topic. She then encouraged students, one volunteered to do a keyword mapping exercise on the board, and it became a group effort as his peers joined in.
3. Content: value and success of the following:

a. Demonstration of library’s website
Her demonstration of types of resources and managing those sources by limiting was very clear and effective.
b. Demonstration of OneSearch
She demonstrated how to use advanced search bar option. She brainstormed a topic by generating keywords and solicited student feedback by using topics they were interested in.

c. Demonstration of databases 
Prof. Berger guided students on how to refine their search results using phrases by placing them in quotation marks.
d. Discussion and demonstration of importance of evaluating internet sources

She was very effective at showing students how to access current information and the importance of doing so.

e. Subject-specific content as applicable

Students of the ENG1101 were doing various topics on a social issue.

Yes. She prompted students to share their topics and did concept mapping with the keyword sheet.

During the peer activity she explained terms the student used during reporting out to the class, such as Zionism.
