We cannot achieve these

characteristics through study.It is also true that these characteristics are not genetic

characteristics. During this class I developed the organization of my article. I learned how much

chronology of ideas is really important because the reader can understand what I want to say and

he can imagine the story and the ideas that I wrote.  A writer always needs to practice and learn

and develop himself in order to become professional.



In addition this class was also an opportunity to develop myself as a reader. For me

reading is not as interesting as writing because I always liked to share my ideas. But in this class

I start enjoying reading when I start reading short articles because they give me ideas when I

write. I like to read short articles or short stories, but now after standing this class I felt I’m ready

to read books and novels and that's what I did. I started reading novels and I improved so much

in reading and I can finish a book in 10 days.

Because of this class I learned how to read the assignment and understand what the

teacher wanted me to do.
