For homework: 

1. As a group, prepare a blog post that includes the work you’ve done today, plus some further thought:
· optimized photos of your documents

· transcriptions of the documents

· a description of the document (including its physical description, such as size, shape, color, etc; where it appeared; on whose behalf it was written; where that person was located; etc)

· an analysis of the information included in the runaway slave advertisement

· a comparison with Franklin/Schweninger “runaway slave profile”
· a comparison with Sethe’s running away in Beloved or another running story from the novel

2. As a group, prepare a presentation for our 4/22 visit to BHS. Each group’s presentation should be 3-4 minutes, and must have everyone in the group speak. In these presentation, identify a few important aspects observed in or missing from the documents, conveying to the class what is significant about the materials.
3. Individually, begin drafting a blog post reflecting on the experience of working at BHS. This will be due after our final visit, but you will need to reflect on each of the three visits, so start drafting now.
