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In your groups, reconsider the materials assigned to your station. Make sure you have read the documents carefully and are ready to present the materials to the class. 

At the second station, review the materials. Do these materials help you understand your station’s materials differently? 
Presentations: use the next sheet to record any feedback or questions you have from the presentations.

1. Edit your group’s post to include any new information or insights, make corrections, or clarify what you have included
