Presentation Assignment: Haunted/Uncanny/ Queer Space Reading

In this 5-8 minute in-class presentation/speech you should accomplish three goals. First, describe a place that you have experienced according to your own perceptions and experience of the space. Second, explore the space in terms of its gothic attributes and at least one other term such as haunted, fantastic, marvelous, uncanny (there are several types of uncanny), or queer (there are others). Third, make use of at least one of our gothic readings (or films/videos) to aid you in understanding the space.
Specifics:
- Produce an outline/essay of 2-3 pages; this will be turned in after your presentation.

- Display at least one image of your space/place on OpenLab.

Performance:
- Introduce your space and reading strategy using a clear thesis.
- Present your ideas using a clear structure, academic language, signposts, and controlled body language. You may use note cards or an outline when speaking.
- Provide a conclusion that addresses what you have learned about investigating an actual gothic space/place.
